
A+ Web Based Access (WBA) Student Information
You will need a log-on name and password provided by your WBA Teacher in order to access the program.
1. Type   https://als.mnps.org    in your browser and hit Enter
2. Click on Browser Playback
3. Type your log-on name & password 
4. Click Log Me On
5. Click Lessons
6. Highlight  the course name (example:  MNPS-CR-Biology 1st Semester) 
7. Click Next
8. Highlight the lesson name (example:  Biology Themes) 
9. Click Next
NOTE:  It is important that you work from the top of the lesson list downward because there may be information in the prior lessons that are needed to complete lessons further down on the list.
STUDY GUIDE:  AT HOME

· The study guide is like pages in a textbook and may be anywhere from nine to ninety pages depending on the lesson.  
· You must remain in the study guide for at least five minutes or you cannot take the Practice Test on the lesson.  
· During the Study Guide, you will need to take notes on terminology, graphs, formulas etc. and keep it in a contained notebook (spiral notebook, three-ring binder, loose paper in a three pronged folder etc.).  Please keep separate notebooks for different courses.
PRACTICE TEST:  AT HOME
· After remaining in the Study Guide for five minutes, you may take the Practice Test.

· The Practice Test is ten questions and provides feedback after each question (“Good Job” or “Keep Trying”).

· The questions, answers, and their orders are randomly generated.

· You can click on Study Guide in the top right corner in order to find information to answer the questions.   You will be directed to the first page of the Study Guide, rather than the page containing the correct answer. Click Practice in the top right corner to leave the Study Guide and resume your Practice Test.

· You may also refer to the notes in your notebook.

· The Practice Test can be taken as many times as needed.  We recommend that you take it several times with passing scores before attempting the Mastery Test.

MASTERY TEST:  AT HOME
· After taking the Practice Tests several times with scores of at least 80% take the Mastery Test.

· It is ten questions and will contain some of the same questions as the Practice Tests.

· You cannot access the Study Guide nor will you receive feedback on the questions, but you may use the notes in your notebook.

· Eighty percent or above is considered passing.

REVIEW TEST:  ON CAMPUS

· You will be required to schedule a time to take the Review Test.
· You must show a valid ID before the teacher will allow you to take the Review Test.
· The Review Test is an end-of-course exam consisting of fifty questions pulled from all the lessons.

· You may refer to the notes in your notebook during the Review Test.

· You may not access the internet while taking the Review Test and the teacher is not allowed to assist you with the questions.

· Seventy percent (350/500) is considered passing.

· You will be required to turn in your notebook upon successful completion of the Review Test.  

· You cannot take the Review Test more than twice during one sitting.  If you do not pass it on the second try during the scheduled time you must go home and wait one week to retake the test.  The teacher will mark your notes and you will be required to have more notes for your next scheduled test time.
